Parents please have your Cadet arrive on Saturday already dressed in their BDU's. Thank you.
 

As the parent of a basic cadet you probably have many questions about what we refer to as the “encampment experience”.  First, rest assured your cadet will be in the best of care at encampment.  Our senior and cadet staff members are some of the most professional Civil Air Patrol members in the organization.  Each one of them has been hand-picked by the executive staff for their position.  A great deal of responsibility has been placed on their shoulders, and they have accepted it without reservation. 

Encampment planning begins with the selection of the encampment commander and executive staff members.  Since this was done, every detail of the encampment has been planned, evaluated and optimized to ensure the best experience possible for your cadet.  Please know that for many of the cadets at encampment, this will be both the most challenging and rewarding experience of their CAP career.  Every cadet staff member and many of the senior staff members have previously experienced what your cadet is about to embark upon, and they will use that experience to ensure your cadet succeeds. 

At encampment your cadet will be exposed to leadership training and opportunities designed to prepare them to become successful CAP cadet officers.  They will also be exposed to the military lifestyle and culture which will surround them if they choose to pursue a military career.  Please understand that encampment is not designed as a recruiting tool for the military.  It is designed to provide the CAP cadet with a small glimpse of the lifestyle, careers and opportunities that are available through the military. 

Graduation 
You will have the opportunity to watch your cadet graduate and march in the pass-in-review ceremony on the final day of encampment.  While it is not required, you are highly encouraged to attend.  It is a great experience to see approximately 100 cadets walking proudly after successfully negotiating a week of encampment.

In Case of Emergency

While basic cadets will not have access to a phone during the week, exceptions will be made if there is an emergency at home or at Encampment.  If you need to reach your cadet because of an emergency, please call the Encampment Commander Major James Ridley, at (631) 889-4919. 

Directions and Instructions for In-Processing
In-processing will run from 1200 – 1400 on 9 August 2014.  All basic cadets must in-process during this time unless otherwise approved by the Encampment Commander.  You must have the following items ready during in-processing: 

1. CAP ID Card

2. List of graduation attendees (if not previously emailed) with Cadet’s name clearly printed.
3. Any medications in a clear Ziploc bag: name clearly PRINTED on the bag and ALL medications in original packaging. 

* Be sure your luggage is packed so that it can be carried (or rolled) a short distance to the dorms.

The cost of the Encampment will be $175.


All Encampment applicants must be current CAP members in good standing.  CAP Senior Member Officers must have completed Level One and Cadet Protection Program Training (CPPT).  Cadets must have completed the Curry Achievement and if over 18 complete CPPT as well.  Should the number of applicants exceed our capacity, priority will be given to those cadets holding a higher CAP grade.

Connecticut Wing Encampment Application Instructions
To apply for the 2014 Connecticut Wing Encampment, applicants must first complete and submit the pre-registration web-form found on our website and then follow these steps:
1.  Download the application.

2.  Completely and legibly fill-out application.

3.  Obtain all necessary signatures including participant's, parent's, Squadron & Group Commander's, and, if not from CTWG, you must get your Wing Commander's signature and your Group Commander’s signature if necessary.
4.  Applications should be thoroughly checked by Squadron Commanders before they are given to CTWG.

2013 Connecticut Wing Encampment Important Dates
12 Jan 14:  Encampment registration opens for both staff and basic encampment applications.  Applicants visit the website: http://www.ctwg.cap.gov to begin the process.
8 Feb 14:  Encampment applications for cadet command staff closes.  Interviews will be conducting shortly thereafter.  

6 Apr 14:  Encampment applications for both senior and cadet staff closes.

TBA:  Encampment leadership training workshop will be conducted at Camp Niantic for all seniors and cadets who applied to be on staff.  Staff selections will be made thereafter.  Reporting time is 6pm on Friday.

TBA:  Encampment staff mentoring workshop will be conducted at the CTWG HQ for all seniors and cadets who were selected to serve on the encampment staff.  
15 July 14: Encampment registration closes. 

8 Aug 14: Staff arrive at Camp Niantic.  Staff are to arrive by 1700 HRS.
9 Aug 14: Basic Cadets (In-flights) arrive at Camp Niantic.  Any staff arriving on Saturday are to arrive by 0800 HRS, Basic cadets are to arrive between 1200-1400 HRS.  No lunch will be served to Basics at this time, only staff.
16 Aug 14: Encampment graduation and pass-in-review 1100-1230 HRS.
